Heads and Ribs
Revd Clive Thrower writes
Over the 25 years I have been conducting 
marriages there has been a change in atti-
tude and approach to the vows that bride 
and groom say to each other.  In 1980 1 in 
3 brides would promise to 'obey' their hus-
bands, now that number is down to less 
than 1 in 10.  After the little jokes you can 
imagine that are made when I ask which 
form of the vow is to be used, most 
grooms, as well as brides, acknowledge 
that they see each other as equals and there-
fore their vows should be identical.  Equal 
too, in the sight of God as they stand in 
church on that special day.
For some Christians there is a difference 
and they insist that the man should be the 
head of the woman. Hence the bride's 
promise is to obey her husband.  This issue 
of headship is grounded on St. Paul's letter 
to the church in Corinth where he says 
'Now I want you to realize that the head of 
every man is Christ, and the head of the 
woman is man, and the head of Christ is 
God.' (1 Corinthians 11.3).  Some Bible 
translations say that the head of a woman is 
her husband but the Greek word used is 
aner, the male. This does not mean domina-
tion for the woman freely accepts this order 
of relationship or she may reject it.
St. Paul lived in a society where women 
were subordinate and enjoyed less freedom 
and autonomy than men.  His world view 
was also dependent on the second Biblical 
account of creation where God first made 
man then took a spare rib from the man to 
make him a companion, woman.  This 
creationist account of humanity may be 
rejected in favour of the Darwinian evolu-
tion account yet retaining the 'truth' in the 
myth, that is that the man has primacy.
I have long held the view that the first 
account of creation in the Bible in which 

God made male and female together is the 
more accurate mythology ('God created 
man in his own image, in the image of God 
he created him; male and female he created 
them.' Genesis 1.27).  St. Paul appears to 
backtrack a little with these verses 'In the 
Lord, however, woman is not independent 
of man, nor is man independent of woman. 
For as woman came from man, so also man 
is born of woman. But everything comes 
from God.' (1 Corinthians 11.11,12)  St. 
Paul did not have modern scientific knowl-
edge about human reproduction. He be-
lieved that it was man's seed alone that 
produced the child and that the woman was 
the 'incubator' of that seed.  Since St. Paul's 
knowledge was limited on this issue then 
his words on male-female relationship 
may be subject to revision in the light of 
new knowledge.
A retired doctor friend of mine told me that 
we are all basically female - just look at old 
men how they start to grow breasts as their 
testosterone levels fall and the oestrogen 
that is also in men takes over!                �

Jean Beard writes
On 2 June President, Mrs. Ann Lindsay, 
welcomed Mrs. Sheila Dyson to give a talk 
called “ Women in Flight”.  Mrs. Dyson, 
who holds a private pilot’s licence, learned 
to fly at Netherthorpe, Sheffield and be-
longs to a flying club.
Flying lessons are given by flying clubs 
and some airlines have their own cadet 
schemes, as have commercial companies in 
the UK and USA.  Cadets can be taught to 
fly by the Air Training Corps (ATC) and 
this can be a springboard to joining the 
Royal Air Force, but they are not accepted 
if they suffer from airsickness.
Mrs. Dyson explained the mechanics of 
taking off, how the plane remains airborne 
and landing.  The first lesson involved 
walking round the plane and checking nuts, 
rivets and split pins in flaps.  Every pilot, 
including very experienced flyers, has to 

do this before climbing into the cockpit 
and checking the instruments and power 
before taking off. 
Every learner has instructions in naviga-
tion, meteorology, airplanes and engines, 
radiotelephone, human performance and 
air law.  All pilots have emergency training 
and how to cope with any problem.  At 
Netherthorpe there are 300 male pilots and 
20 female pilots.
Mrs. P. Paulett thanked Mrs. Dyson for an 
extremely interesting and informative talk.

Summer is Here for the 
Owner of a Painting of Two 
Girls Making a Daisy Chain
As an Auctioneer and Valuer it is always 
very rewarding when I can find something 
during a valuation at a client’s home that 
the owner has no idea of its value. This 
happened recently when I was visiting a 
client at a property in the heart of Derby-
shire. The clients who were quite elderly 
were selling the majority of there items as 
they were sizing down to a smaller place 
and I was asked to carry out a valuation for 
them on the contents and also dispose of 
the furniture and ornamental items.

I recognised it as a valuable paint-
ing and following my subsequent research 
I identified it as a painting by the relatively 
well-known artist Frank Gascoigne 
Heath (1873-1936) whose works start at a 
few hundred pounds when sold at auction. 
With an estimate of £3,000/5,000 the 
painting was offered for sale in a high 
profile sale and advertised both on the 
Internet and in the usual way. When finally 
the hammer came down it was for £14,900. 
As an independent auctioneer and valuer I 
sell my clients’ goods in the most appropri-
ate sales available in order to maximise the 
value of their items hence the outstanding 
result for the Bakewell client.
