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A Peal at Holy Trinity

A peal of 5040 changes (ar pulls of each
rope) to celebrate the 40 years of six
bellzs at Holy Trinity, Ashford was rung
on October 4% 2006, It took two hours
forty three minutes and the village was
treated to some expert ringing on a fine
October evening. Some villagers came
in and listened while others stayed out-
side. All complimented the ringers an
the achievement and said how they en-
joyed that wholly English sound. Bells
rung well can be evocative of all the
peace and happiness we strive for.

The band of ringers included three first-
time peal ringers who had been training
for several years.  Usually we ting
guarter peals, 1250 changes, which is
much easier, but even that is not always
successful. Mistakes can cause the
ringing to stop in the middle which
means the piece must be started again
fromthe beginning. You are not allowed
to start from where you left off. So,
concentration  is  essential. Just
standing far two and a half hours is hard
enough but you must alsathink where to
place your bell next. Mo two connected
rowsare the same. For those interested
in the arithmetic of the situation, there
are six bells so there can only be 720
different combinations. COnce these
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changes are rung then the sequence is
repeated. | leave it to you to wark out
how many 720's in the 5040 of a peal.
There were three Ashford ringers,
John  Thorpe, Linda Pelc, Clive
Thrower;, two from Bakewell, Pauline
Boyle and John Boyle.  The sixth
tinger, from Tideswell, was Geoff
Goodall who was conductar  for aur
peal and is the Peak District Bell
Ringing Aszsociation Secretary.
Altogether the band comprised three
tower captains (Ashford, Bakewell and
Tideswell) three committee members
of the Peak District Association
(Fauline, John and Geoffi, and our
vicar, Rev Clive Thrower, who is an
extremely experienced ringer. The
three first-time pealers were John
Boyle, Pauline Boyle and myself, Linda
Felc. John Thorpe and Geoff Goodall
were the two experts who kept us right
during the peal and have been
teaching us for years. Geoff said "The
finging went very well with very few
trips. It was excellent ringing far three
first pealers.” ‘WWe were particularly
pleased to achieve this peal on that
patticular day because the bishop
carne to Holy Trinity and blessed the
new bells on 41 October 19656, exactly
A0 yearsago. [

Familiat words to the older generation,
who may well have heard them at their
owety thoatriage of as a father taking his
daughter’s hand to give her away. Yoo
won't hear them now wvery often wnless the
cowple choose the old Book of Common
Prayer (BCF) service (still an authorised
form). The modern prayer book is Com-
mot Wt ship, and this hasz no reference at
all to giving away the bride. Why, such
chatiges? Well it is reflective of the
chatizedlegal and social position of wom-
enn in ow society — they are no longer
counted as the goods and possessions of
men. The law changed less than a certury
ago and iz has taketn another 20 weats
before the marriage service fully recog-
mised this. Interestingly, most young
brides still wart their father to give them
away and [ do add this into the service.
Howewer, the modern interpretation of
thiz litfle action iz one of showing support
and approval rather that consent.

&n eatlier arder of service for marriage
had the rubric that the bride’s veid be
removed so that presumably she was
identifiable. I find that while nearly all
modern bride’s wear a weil, only minority
actually come into cho chowith it coveritg
their faces. [ remember one bride that
Eept her wvedl down with a snort the owring
it back off her face duting the first hyman,
for wiile she could see forward through it
she could not see through at an angle to
read the text of the service sheet.
Howewver slow the process of changing
traditions and cultare in our society in the
UE we affirm the ecuality of women and
men. For this reason [ support the mowe-
ment to encourage Lluslim women not to
weat the weil. For me the veil spnboalises
apast age of female subservience to men.
deeing weiled women in the street I feel
utwomfortable, it seems a step backowrard
intime.

Tackling the creation of an integrated Uk
society tieeds sensifivity since given the
hostility towards minority groups it is not
surptising that young Muslim women moay
feel the need to assert themselwves in this
cotuspicuons way. Somme moay wantto show
a comnmitment to their religious belief rath-
er like nans, but like fians this does not
need a vedl. Some may be matking their
transformation from child to adolt in a
mote positive way than the ladette cultare
of 3 atvr day i ghts.

I once entered a Witherspoons pub on a
rairy day atd kept my flat hat on, only to
be told to rem ove it or leave the pub. *The
secutity catmeras need to gee wour face’ [
wastold, ¥V outhswearing hoodies m ay find
them selves ejected from some shopping
talls for the same reasory, andmy bank has
a notice that tells people to remowe crash
helm ets. It a period when personal identity
is such an issue, it may well become itn-
practical to wear a veil and live an opern life
as expetienced by the majority. I
