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A REMARKABLE
WOMAN

The final chapter of lifelong service to the 
local community of Ashford-in-the-Water 
came to a close on Monday the 3rd of 
September when 83 year-old Daisy Mc 
Crindle, after a long period of illness; died 
peacefully at the Royal Hospital, Chester-
field. After attending the vilIage school she 
gained admission to Lady Manners Gram-
mar-school. A gifted scholar she excelled 
in languages, including the classics Latin 
and Greek. In later life she studied Russian. 
She devised the Latin inscription on the 
memorial sundial in Bath Gardens, and 
embracing modem technology gained 
qualifications in computing when well into 
her seventies.
During war she followed her mother into 
nursing, qualifying as a State Registered 
Nurse at the West Middlesex Hospital in 
London, and later working in hospitals in 
Bakewell and Buxton. Following her mar-
riage to John McCrindle she joined him in 
his professional photography business, be-
coming an accomplished photographer in 
her own right, and became photographer in 
the Peak District for the Farmers Guardian 
newspaper.
Her warm personality and dedication to the 
local community is well known, and 
speaks volumes from the days when she 
was the vilIage mortician, right up to re-
cent times when she became chair of the 
Parish Council. Her fondness for the vil-

Iage was reflected in her involvement in 
many organizations and community activi-
ties. She was a founder member of the 
Ashford Conservation Group and also a 
founder member of the Bakewell and Dis-
trict Civic Society, and a member of the 
Bakewell and District
Historical Society. She was coordinator for 
the local Neighborhood Watch and an ac-
tive member of R.E.A.C.T. the emergency 
radio communications organization. She 
received the District Council Chairman's 
Award for her service in the community.
She was leader of the Wye Valley Youth 
Club, and with a membership of over 150 
teenagers she provided facilities for them 
in the Village Institute two nights every 
week for nine years. An intrepid walker she 
was a member of the Derby City Rambling 
Club, and a life member of the Y.H.A. She 
was a devout cricket enthusiast, and for 
many years she prepared and provided a sit 
down afternoon tea every Saturday and 
Sunday for the Ashford Cricket Club.
Her attempts were tireless in an endeavor 
to motivate the Environment Agency into 
implementing urgent and effective flood 
protection measures on the River Wye. She 
strongly opposed the closure of the village 
school, and her hard work contributed to 
the reopening of the Ashford Post Office. 
She was a keen local historian, becoming a 
fount of knowledge on Ashford's local and 
family history, and assisted many families 
tracing their ancestral roots. Together with 
two friends she catalogued all the inscrip-
tions on every gravestone in Ashford 
churchyard.
Among her many interests, possibly the 
two most outstanding joys in her life was 
her garden and her great love of wildlife, 
for which she was featured on BBC Coun-
try File. No doubt she will be sadly missed 
by a great many people. Her life might be 
summed up by the sentiments contained in
her many tributes. 'A village champion' - 'A 
remarkable woman'
