However, there is a danger
that the focus is ultimately evangeli-
cal, Le. win more hearts for Christ,
and that we are not concentrating
on the long game- the reasons for
the despair of the nation. How can
the Good News of Jesus address a
breakdown of trust; the changes in
family walues, parenting skills and
relationships’? What about the poy-
erty of time; woung people's con-
cems and fears; the care of the
elderly; the rise in anger of people;
the fear of failure... ¢

We helieve ina God and a Gospel
of Hope, butwe are not too good at

showing this. Fabulous things are
happening through HOPE'DR, and
although locally we may not be
doing awhaole host of high profile
things in arder to tick the boxes, |
do think that we are bheginning to
refocus a lot of our attention aw ay
from the internal workings and
concerns of our Christian commu-
nities to think about the mission of
God's work. This involves identify-
ing how many contacts we already
have with neighbours, schools,
care homes, shops, the farming
community etc and how we are
actively involved in supporting,
canng for, praying for and talking
with them . What is the message of
Hope we are giving, or want to
give? How does God give us
Hope?
