A series of six preparation 
sessions is offered for younger (Y6 
into teens) candidates. Each session 
start at 7pm and the titles (and dates) 
are:  
Myself/Fellowship  (Oct 12),  
Jesus/The Holy Spirit (Oct 19),  
The Bible/Church  (Nov 2),  
Faith/Creeds (Nov 9),  
Sacraments (Nov 16).  
On Sunday 27 November there w ill be

Secrets 
Caroline Storr writes: 
 
I’ve got a secret!  Shall I tell you a 
secret?  Can you keep a secret?  We 
have all sorts of secrets throughout our 
lives, from childhood onwards, 
although as adults we tend to speak 
more in terms of confidences and 
confidentiality.  There’s much talk 
today about confidentiality.  A vast 

amount of detail about us is held on a 
wide variety of databases – and we 
feel uneasy about the number of 
people who have access to so much 
personal information.  In spite of 
reassurances we don’t have much faith 
that all this information won’t go 
astray. 
 
It’s one thing worrying whether 
information about our health, income 
or eating habits are in danger of being 
divulged – to think that our deepest 
thoughts and feelings might be open 
for all to see is quite another.  We do 
sometimes confide in selected trusted 
people, a close friend, or a counsellor 
perhaps, especially if we are troubled 
or have a problem to sort out but, even 
then, we probably edit what we say for 
fear of appearing silly or lowering 
their opinion of us.  Perhaps we are in 
such a muddle about something we 
just don’t know what to say.  We 
would like to be understood w ithout 
having to go into too much detail.   
 
At the beginning of the communion 
service we pray to the One to whom 
“all hearts are open, all desires known 
and from whom no secrets are 
hidden”.  Now if this were true of all 
our relationships it would be quite 
intolerable, in fact we couldn’t live 
like that.  So we habitually conceal our 
true selves from others by our words 
and actions.  It’s a form of deception.  
But we cannot deceive God, however 
much we may want to.  When we try 
to deceive God, we are, consciously or 
unconsciously, refusing to face up to

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ourselves.  We push the things we are 
ashamed of to the back of our minds 
and hope God won’t notice.

for £500, along with various 
photographs and mementoes of their 
years in Bakewell. Rev Edmund and 
Diana w ill be moving to live in 
Ashbourne, so w ill not be too far away 
and we all wish them every happiness 
in their retirement. 
 
PCC meeting held on 12th July. 
Renewing Ministry: The latest plan for 
the new mapping areas now have 
Ashford and Sheldon joining w ith  
Bakewell and Over Haddon. Longstone 
and Wardlow will be joined with 
Stoney Middleton and Curbar. 
However there w ill be some fluidity 
between the groups and an Area Vicar 
will be appointed to co-ordinate the 
teams. Owing to the retirement of Rev. 
Urquhart from Bakewell, a new priest  
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will have to be appointed. The 
churchwardens of Ashford and Sheldon 
will have the opportunity to join an 
appointments committee. The issue of 
patronage will be in suspension for the 
time being. When Rev C live retires the 
new appointee will be "Priest in 
Charge" of Ashford and Sheldon as 
well as Bakewell and Over Haddon. 
The PCC requested that  a letter be sent 
to the Archdeacon and the Secretary of 
the Diocesan Pastoral Committee to 
cover the follow ing points: 1. 
expressing our sorrow at losing 
Longstone; 2. stating that we wished to 
have a say in choosing a new vicar for 
Bakewell; 3. welcoming our continued  
association w ith Sheldon; 4. requesting 
that it would be possible to have a  

representative attend the Longstone 
PCC meetings, so as to keep our 
connection with them. 
WC Project: John Foster reported that 
he had spoken to the architect. One of 
the tender firms had quoted a price of 
£30,200, plus VAT and architect’s fees. 
Half of the VAT should be recoverable 
as we are a grade 11 listed building. 
This price does not cover the moving 
of the organ, which is likely to be 
around £12,000. The original proposal 
for locating the WC in the vestry would 
have cost around £45,000, so it is likely 
that the moving of the organ scheme 
will be cheaper than the original 
proposal, but more quotes are still 
awaited. It was agreed that we should 
not approach the DAC until we have all 
the figures. 
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Correspondence:A letter had been 
received from the captain of the bell-
ringers asking for the fees to be 
increased since the present fee is lower 
than is generally paid. The PCC agreed 
to raise the fees to £10 per ringer. It 
was also agreed to raise the fee for the 
choir for weddings from £68 to £80. 
Two letters had been received from Ian 
Pykett.  One giving suggestions to 
improve the level of charitable giving 
during the flower festival and the other 
expressed concerns regarding an 
apparent resistance to change in the 
church. However, a number of 
members are happy w ith the services 
we have. There was also disagreement 
that there is, in fact, resistance to 
change and that it was stressed how 
important it is that everyone should 
find our worship services enjoyable 
and rewarding. Rev. Clive said that 
there will be an opportunity to discuss 
visions and ways forward in connection 
with the Renewing Ministry 
programme. After a healthy debate, it 
was agreed that the next PCC meeting 
should be an open meeting devoted to a 
discussion on the way forward. Flower 
Festival Treasurer, David Lee, reported 
that the takings in the jar for the week 
were down by about £200 on last year 
and a similar amount on the bookstall. 
It transpired that the takings on the 
wells were also down. The next PCC 
meeting w ill be held on Wednesday, 21 
September, in the Old School with the 
Standing Committee meeting on 
Tuesday, 13th September at Longstone 
Vicarage. 

 
Anniversary:At the end of September 
Rev Clive will celebrate the 25th 
anniversary of his ordination as a 
priest. To mark the occasion it has been 
decided to hold a special evensong 
service at St. Giles church on Friday 30 
September at 6.30pm. It is hoped that 
members of all four churches in the 
benefice will be able to attend the 
service which will be followed with 
refreshments. It will be helpful if, 
people will let the churchwardens 
know if they will be coming so that 
numbers can be estimated for the  
catering.
