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Ashford-in-the-Water Parish Council 
Summary of June & July 2005 Meeting
1. Rights of Way: A response has been 
received from DCC regarding the footpath 
from Mill Lane along Betty Lane to the 
River Wye.  This claim is now being ac-
tioned.
2. Sheepwash Pump - Roof Repair: A 
quotation had been received from Wm Tay-
lor Roofing for £240.00 for repair of this 
roof.  This quotation was accepted and the 
Clerk has requested Mr Taylor to proceed 
with this work.
3. Composters - Cemetery: The 
Chairman reported that correct use was not 
being made of the composters in place in 
the cemetery.  Could parishioners please 
ensure that compostable garden waste only 
be placed in the composters.  All other 
waste to be deposited in the dustbin.
4. Refuse: Could parishioners please 
ensure that all refuse containers are depos-
ited on the curtilage of their property on 
Monday evening, ready for collection on 
Tuesday.  Refuse containers should not be 
deposited on the pavement at any other time 
than Monday evening.
5. Grass Cutting 2005/06: This is be-
ing undertaken by Tree Tech.  The contract 
has been awarded on an annual basis and is 
subject to annual review and renewal.  The 
parish council had been duty-bound to seek 
an alternative contractor for the grass cut-
ting this year as the County Council had 
increased their quotation to such an extent 
that it would have absorbed two-thirds of 
the annual parish precept.  This would have 
resulted in the parish council having to 
request a considerably higher precept, 
which in turn would have impacted on 
council taxes within the parish.  It is envis-
aged that there may be some initial prob-
lems to be overcome whilst our new 
contractor accustoms himself to the exact 
grass cutting requirements within the vil-
lage, but it is hoped that these difficulties 
can be resolved in the longer term.
6. Road Signs: Road signs have been 

requested for Vicarage Lane and Betty Lane.
7. Parish Council Insurance 2005/06: 
A quotation had been sought from The 
Community Council for Lincolnshire, but 
this would not have cost any less than Alli-
anz Cornhill.  The policy had therefore been 
renewed with Allianz Cornhill for 2005/06, 
but quotations are being sought from Wye 
Insurance in Diamond Court, Bakewell, and 
from Baslow Insurance, Buxton Road, 
Bakewell, for 2006/07.
8. Copper Beech Tree on Sheepwash 
Bridge in grounds of the Riverside Hotel: 
The Riverside Hotel will be requested to 
trim this tree as it overhangs the footpath 
and obscures the seat.
7. Dead Elm Tree at bottom of Don-
key Path: The Clerk was requested to con-
tact Dales Housing with a request that this 
tree be removed as it could fall onto the 
highway, thus representing a safety hazard.
8. Audit of 2004/05 Accounts: The 
parish council approved the 2004/05 ac-
counts, as prepared by Mr J Foster of West 
& Foster, and completed the Statement of 
Assurance.  The appointed date for submis-
sion of the accounts to the Audit Commis-
sion is 15th August 2005.  Anyone wishing 
to inspect the accounts and all accompany-
ing documents may do so by contacting the 
Clerk on 01433 631689 to arrange an ap-
pointment.
9. South Lodge: Complaints have 
been received recently regarding the behav-
iour of certain residents of South Lodge.  
The Clerk was requested to contact Derby-
shire Social Services to establish how fre-
quently South Lodge’s licence is renewed 
and whether the parish council is given an 
opportunity to comment on its renewal.  
The Clerk was also requested to contact 
Great Longstone parish council to find out 
whether they had received any complaints 
regarding South Lodge residents.
10. Church Street Well: Several let-
ters of objection had been received from 
residents regarding the re-naming of this 
well to the Ashford Arms Well.  The Clerk
