Inn oy first year after graduating in Liaths
and Statistics at Jheffield University [
spent moatiy hours in the betting shops of
Dby, Uaing my knowledge of statistical
analysis I devized a system of betting and
made two complex slide rules to do the
cal mlati ot (we didn’t have electronde cal-
culators in those days), While it yielded
5% retirn on itrvestment overal it meant
spending hours waiting for just the right
statting price and other factors before [
could place a bet.

gave up gambling,

Wrr tell this tale, well T am increasingly
agitated by the Alistair character in the
Archers who is addicted to gambling. He
has the classic gambler” s belief that there
isa thing called luck that somehow attach-
es itself to the individual He thinks that a
manr of bad Iuck must be followed by some
good luck. Thete iz a fundam ental flaw in
his wnderstanding of the laws of chance —
for what had gone before has no influence
over what happensnext —each throw of the
dice iz exactly the same odds as the pres-
oug one and the next one Worse still his
gatnbling iz poker where the player with
motre money to stake does have a better
chatice than the player with less.
Gamblingis addictive for som e people and
cat ran lves and relationships. & flutter
with not much more than the chatge in
wour pocket maybe erdertaining and hatm-
less bt mote than this is often folly or
worse. The Church has drawrn attertion to
the dangers of gambling and locally there
are concerns at current proposals for mega-
casinos to be built at Chesterfield and H ot-
titngham .

Aligon Mley wrote over a hundred books
for children and adults including the
“Little Grey Fabhit” series of books. She
was botn on a farm in Cromford and her
mother tavght het to read andwrite hefore
she started at the Lea Board 3 chool, which
was a two-mile walk from the farm. She
uged to listen to her mother reading Dick-
et1z atud other books to her father.

She later wert to Lady Dlarmers 3chool
andwon a scholarship to Manche ster Tid-
wersity, gaiting a physics degree and then
wert to Cambridge Ladies Training Col-
lege, later teaching scienice in a school.
She married Joseph Utley and they wert to
Iive inKrtsford She hada son andwhen
her hushand served in the First World
Wiat, they lived in a cottage in Wales.
After the war the family lived in Bowden
inCheshire.  Alison Utley started writing
books when her son went to school,
“Traveller in Time” iz the most well
known of het books and she also wrote
essays, especially about flowers. Cricket
was one of her interests. She died at the
age of 91,
